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Pastoral Support

At Flegg we have a team of pastoral staff to support children’s wellbeing and welfare. We strongly
believe that for students to achieve their full potential they must feel safe, supported and
challenged. As a result of this, we have an experienced team who are dedicated to supporting young
people and their families, helping to remove any potential barriers they may face. Pastoral support
begins when we welcome year 6 students for their transition experience.

Forum Tutors help to support pupils pastorally through daily contact in morning form time, academic
target-setting and also informally throughout the day around the academy. Form tutors deal with all
general queries as they can provide a more holistic view of how a pupil is performing across the
academy.

Our Year Leaders are responsible for leading their team of tutors and carry overall strategic
responsibility for the pastoral care and academic progress of their students. Their role is to ensure
high standards across all areas relating to their year group, including curriculum, behaviour,
attendance and progress.

The Year Leaders are well supported by the Pastoral Assistants whose primary responsibility is to
provide welfare and guidance support to both students and families, so that students can maintain
their focus on learning. Any communication regarding medication, uniform, external agencies and
welfare concerns are dealt with by the Pastoral Assistants.

Working in collaboration with the year teams to ensure the highest standards of student wellbeing
are a range of other professionals within the pastoral team, these include:

Safeguarding Team — liaises with staff, families and external agencies for all matters concerning child
safeguarding.

Attendance Officer — provides support to students and families to ensure our students attend well
and succeed in school.

School Counsellor and Raising Achievement Mentor — provides specialist academic, social,
emotional and mental health support.

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Curriculum

At Flegg, our students study an ambitious curriculum which is accessible to all. We hold the student
at the heart of our curriculum, and it is built around our shared core values of kindness, aspiration
and respect. We believe that ever child, regardless of background or ability, has the right to an
excellent education that helps them to be and become the best version of themselves. This is The
Flegg Way.

Our curriculum maps out a journey that enables students to build upon their skills and knowledge
developed at key stage two and it prepares students for further study at key stage 5. This journey
can be seen in the learning journeys that have been produced in every curriculum area. Our
curriculum enables students to develop an understanding of themselves, the world around them
and the wider world. We place great value in developing the person and ensure the curriculum goes
beyond the National Curriculum with an emphasis placed on cultural capital, we strive for our
curriculum to go beyond the typical in all areas.

We understand the importance of our students being numerate and literate individuals and that this
sits at the core of social justice in education. We strive to give students the opportunities to develop
these skills at various points throughout their time with us including the Read Aloud project in year 7
to ensure that all students are read to by an adult on a regular basis. Our curriculum holds the
student at its heart and our personal development and PSHE curriculum takes into account both the
local and national context of our students to help prepare them for the wider world.
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Curriculum

Key Stage 3

As part of our students’ 5 year journey, the full breadth and depth of the Key Stage 3 programme of
study is followed during years 7, 8 and 9. The National Curriculum is used as a baseline for the
content although we also enhance this with additional experiences and opportunities that are linked
to our local context and to wider aspirations.

Each year is split into two bands of equal ability and students are set within subject groups.
Students study the following subjects in years 7-9:

English, Mathematics, Science, French, Geography, History, Computer science, Art, Dance & Drama,

Music, PE, PSHE & RE and Technology (a rotation of Catering, Graphics, Resistant Materials and
Textiles).

Key Stage 4

In year 9, students make the decision about the subjects that they will continue to study at Key
Stage 4 in years 10 and 11.

In years 10 and 11 all students study:
English, Mathematics, Science, PE, PSHE & RE
Students can also select four of the following subjects to study:

French, Spanish, Geography, History, Computer Science, Art, Dance, Drama, Music, Religious Studies,
GCSE PE, BTEC Sport, BTEC Travel & Tourism, Hospitality and Catering or Textiles.
